1. Load ‘Covering-Sagiper-Sagirev-System’ into your Revit project
2. Locate ‘Covering-Sagiper-Sagirev-System’ under Specialty Equipment in Project Browser
3. Select Desired Type based on Panel Option
a. 4” Channeled
b. 4” V-Groove
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]6” V-Groove
d. 8” Tongue and Groove
4. Open Type Properties
5. Under Construction select desired end conditions
a. Default they are all set to J-Trim for standard end conditions
6. Select Desired Finish
a. All Vinyl Wood and Metallic finishes are included with the family
b. You will need to locate and select Vinyl-Wood material images for realistic and rendering views
i. All images are located in Materials folder included with model
7. H-Mold Spacing is set to default at 19’, but can also be adjusted to 12’ if required
a. 19’ panels are standard, but 12’ is available
8. Select ‘OK’
9. Drag Desired Type Onto Project
10. Place On Face of Wall, Ceiling, or Roof as Desired
a. Can be done in any view that works best for application
11. Adjust Width and Height Instance Parameters of System
a. Open in elevation and/or plan view to drag dimensions
12. Verify correct installation in corresponding views
